The Biletnikoff Foundation is a non-profit organization dedicated to supporting youth, primarily 

from low- to moderate-income neighborhoods or backgrounds, who are “at risk” particularly to the 

realities of drug and alcohol addiction as well as domestic and gender violence. The foundation 

supports Tracey’s Place of Hope (a residential treatment center dedicated to helping teens 

recover from drugs, acohol abuse and violence) in the San Francisco Bay Area. A second facility 

is in the planning stages in the Placer County area.   
  
Fred Biletnikoff is an Oakland Raider Legend, class of 1988 NFL Hall of Fame who was named 

Super Bowl MVP in Super Bowl XI.  In the 14 seasons with the Oakland Raiders, he had 589 

receptions, 8,974 receiving yards and 76 touchdowns with Pro Bowl selection six times and All-

Pro selection six times.  The Biletnikoff Award is given to the best wide receiver in the nation. 

Biletnikoff was named on the Madden All-Millennium Team.  He was ranked number three in all- 

time college wide receivers in the nation and selected to the College Hall of Fame, Bay Area Hall 



of Fame, Gator Bowl Hall of Fame and Florida State Hall of Fame. He was named on the “All 

Century Team.”  For 18 years he coached the wide receivers for the Oakland Raiders.
